o Hit three batters- pitcher is out for the rest of the game

o Not enough players- manager must submit reason in writing to Board Member on duty

o Games will be scheduled at 6 PM unless another game precedes, then start time will be 7:30 PM 
sharp

o Innings One-Five (five run rule), Inning Six- five run rule is suspended

o No inning shall begin after 8:45 PM.  Everyone must be off the field by 9:20 PM. If game is 
incomplete, the game will resume at the next available date as set by the Board.

• Managers/Team Parent is responsible for cleaning out dugout and leaving in a timely manner.  If 
another team is playing after your game, depart and have your team meeting outside of the dugout.
